Day 6  Friday  PIAZZA ARMERINA - AGRIGENTO 
After breakfast, guided visit of the Roman Villas of Piazza 
Armerina with their beautiful mosaics, a site that is on the 
UNESCO World Heritage list. Then, depart to Agrigento, to 
admire the Valley of Temples.
